HAGUE TOWN BOARD SPECIAL & REGULAR MEETINGS

February 11, 2020
The Special Meeting of the Town Board of the Town of Hague, County of Warren and State of
New York was held at the Community Center, 9793 Graphite Mountain Road, Hague, New York
on the 11" day of February, 2020 at 4:30 pm with the following members present:

Edna Frasier — Supervisor Steve Ramant — Councilman
Martin Fitzgerald II — Councilman Joshua Patchett — Councilman
Jack Bast — Councilman

Others Present: Catherine Clark — ZEO

The Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Edna Frasier.
On a motion of Councilperson M. Fitzgerald and seconded by J. Bast, to open the Meeting
at 4:40 pm to begin the audit of claims. All voted aye. Motion carried.

Town Attorney John Silvestri arrived at 4:50 pm to discuss the proposed amendments to the
Town of Hague Sewer Use and Response Enforcement Plan with the Town Board and the ZEO.

Councilperson J. Bast distributed an updated Sewer Law Enforcement Status Report to all in
attendance of the Special Meeting. The status of various property owners was discussed at length
in addition to thoughts on amending time limits and verbiage of the current plan.

All non-compliant property owners within the Sewer Districts have received First Notices by this
point. Due to the Town Board’s decision to extend the compliance date of the Sewer Law to
December 31, 2020, revised Second Notices will be sent out at the discretion of the ZEO. The
revised Second Notice will include a copy of Resolution #108 of 2019 extending the deadline to
connect, new commitment forms, and will inform the property owner that failure to connect by
the end of the year will result in a Third Notice of a Town Court summons for judicial review.
Third Notices are planned to be sent out at the beginning of January 2021, after the December
31,2020 deadline to connect has passed.

After much consideration, on a motion of Councilperson S. Ramant and seconded by
M. Fitzgerald, IT IS RESOLVED, not to amend the verbiage in the Sewer Use and Response
Enforcement Plan. All voted aye. Motion carried.



The Town Board requested that a draft of the revised Second Notice letter be submitted to them
by the ZEO for review prior to being mailed out to the remaining non-compliant property
owners.

The Town Board also discussed ideas about amending the Sewer Law, including verbiage
changes and possibly adding regulations on property transfer. The Town Board agreed to review
proposed amendments further and to address at the next Regular Town Board Meeting if they
want to set a date for a public hearing to amend the Sewer Law.

Town Attorney John Silvestri excused himself from the Special Meeting at 5:58 pm.

Councilperson M. Fitzgerald inquired about the DeLarm/Ginn sewer appeal for Tax Map
#42.12-1-13.2, 8979 Lakeshore Drive.
The Town Board briefly discussed the terms for an extension.

Councilperson M. Fitzgerald excused himself at 6:00 pm to attend a School Board Meeting.

The Regular Meeting of the Town Board followed with additional attendees present, including
Tim Larson of the LA Group, Marylou Doulin, Seddon Beaty, Bill Fritzky, and Sheri DeLarm.

The Town Board Members resumed auditing the claims.
After the Pledge of Allegiance, a moment of silence was held for: Betty Hientzelman

PRESENTATION: by the LA Group on proposed Town Park Improvements

Tim Larson of the LA Group gave out park improvement plan handouts to the Town Board.
Mr. Larson discussed the updates on the master plan process. He shared that the LA Group had
received a lot of feedback from their public meeting in the summer of 2019 and have taken in
consideration for the concerns for maintaining the character of the park, preserving the green

space, and minimizing impact.

He walked through the plans that the committee had come up with, including moving the
placement of the crosswalk, reducing the width of the north entrance of the parking lot to make
room to accommodate additional parking spaces, creating a porous paved parking lot and rain
gardens to help with drainage before it gets to the lake, new handicap ramps, new playground
equipment, a linking walkway for a cohesive circulation system, and a beach maintenance plan.
Mr. Larson also shared the proposed Phase 1 of the Park Improvement Plan, which would be to
construct a new stand-alone performance shelter. The proposed location is set to the northern
lakeside corner of the park, near the tree line, set in such a way that if would not obstruct the
view of the lake. This new shelter would have open sides and would serve as a multi-purpose

everyday park / picnic shelter as well.
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He explained that the plan would be implemented in phases as the funds became available. The
order in which the phases are proposed can be amended to suit the needs of the Town. If the
Town is agreeable to the proposed Phase 1, the next step would be to get a survey done and
apply for state aid.

The Town Board discussed the appeal letter filed from Sheri DeLarm & Crispin Ginn for a sewer
compliance extension for their property at 8979 Lakeshore Drive, Tax Map #42.12-1-13.2

Supervisor Frasier read the recommendations from Jarrett Engineers, PLLC to continue the
operation of their septic system including replacing the existing tank with a 1250-gallon tank, a
new effluent filter, and new speed levelers on the distribution box laterals.

ZEO Cathy Clark stated that this system was permitted in 1993 by the then ZEO, John
Breitenbach, with a 1000-gallojn tank even though the Town’s Sewer Law required a four-
bedroom house to have a 1250-gallon tank.

The Town Board agreed to grant the appeal contingent upon the completion of all required
updates to their existing system to the satisfaction of Jarrett Engineers. Further, the Town Board
expects documentation be submitted from Mr. Jarrett that the work has been done by December
31, 2020. Sheri DeLarm shared that they are capable of completing all projects within the year.

Duties & General Responsibilities:

1. Include Hague in printed materials the Chamber distributes and on the TACC website
to promote attractions, things to do, and events within the Town of Hague. This will be
done to advertise the advantages of visiting Hague, NY.

2. Provide area and event information to visitors via phone, email, mail and walk-in. This
will include sending via mail Visitor Informational Packets. Distribute information to
visitors and community members provided by the Town of Hague with general
information on visiting Hague, NY.

3. Answer visitor emails. Emails to the current Hague Chamber email can be forwarded
from the current Hague Chamber email to the Ticonderoga Area Chamber of Commerce
email designated inbox. Emails will be set up to flow into a Hague Inquiry inbox.

4. Answer visitor calls for Hague, NY. Calls will be forwarded from the current Hague
Visitor Service number to the Ticonderoga Area Chamber of Commerce at 518-585-

6619.



5. Maintain and operate the Chamber office in Ticonderoga on a year-round basis, for
the purpose of handling inquiries relating to the Ticonderoga Area including Hague, NY.

6. Assist in the coordination of public relations and publicity for community events
within the Town of Hague. Assist with and write press releases and create flyers (print &
digital) from the information provided by the Town of Hague or Town of Hague Event
Committees in regards to community events and visitor focused needs. Please note
information must be provided in a timely manner for proper publicity. Press Release
requests must be made at least three weeks prior than needed and/or prior to an event
dates for events for proper exposure. TACC will distribute press release to media on
behalf of the Town of Hague events. Note the TACC will also be notified of meeting
dates for events and projects so we can attend if our schedule allows. Events that
benefit one particular business or organization are not included as they will need to
become a TACC Member to gain access to full TACC Member Benefits.

7. Assist the Hague Visitor Center by providing printed promotional and visitor materials
on visiting the area. In addition, the Hague Visitor Center can use the TACC as a resource
to answer visitor questions and for any additional guidance needed.

We can add specific requests the Town of Hague may want to need have discussion
including Hague website updates, event coordination, etc. This would increase the
compensation amount.

Compensation For Duties:

The parties acknowledge and understand that the amount paid to TACC for the services
detailed above shall be paid from the funds approved and available in the Town of
Hague budget. The Town of Hague will make a yearly payment to the TACC upon
submission of an invoice in the amount of $4,500. This compensation does include
general mailings (including basic mailing of visitor packets) and printing for the Town of
Hague. It does not include large mailings or bulk printing for the Town of Hague. The
Town of Hague will reimburse TACC for mailing or printing costs or will pay TACC in
advance for these services upon request by the Town of Hague. The compensation will
be reviewed once a year at anniversary of this contract.

The Town of Hague logo will be placed on the Ticonderoga Area Chamber of Commerce
homepage with a direct link to their website. This will showcase the Town of Hague as a

partner.

The Town of Hague, understands that TACC will not use its mailing lists, email contacts,
and databases for Town of Hague specific communications. The Town of Hague as a
partner of the TACC can provide information to be included in the Chambers memo in

the partner section upon request and approval.



The TACC will only refer TACC Members. The TACC will provide general visitor, event,
and tourism information. Business and Organizations within the Town of Hague will
need to become TACC Members to have access to the full benefits of the TACC including
business referrals. Non-Members can have their events listed on the online calendar of
events but no additional benefits are offered. See TACC Benefits 101.

Relationship:
All staff of the TACC shall remain employees of that organization and not that of the
Town of Hague.

Amendment:
This contract is the total agreement and may be modified by additional written
agreements of the two parties.

Renewal:

This agreement will automatically renew for one year upon the anniversary date, absent
of written 45-day notice by either party of its intent to terminate the agreement. The
compensation and terms of the contract can be reviewed once a year at anniversary of
this contract.

Termination:

If at any time, either party wishes to terminate this agreement, they will provide the
other party with 45 day written notice. In the event that the TACC is not fulfilling the
terms of this agreement, the Town of Hague will advise TACC in writing. During the
following 3-month period a review of the agreement will be conducted and the
responsibilities will be clarified. In the event that the contract is terminated by either
party, payment to TACC will cease, with the final payment being made to TACC within 60
days for the last quarter of service, or part thereof. In the event of termination of this
agreement, Town of Hague will regain possession of all electronic infrastructure related
to this agreement and the Town of Hague databases that were created or expanded.
